Learning to read and write is a basic skill that unfortunately
not everybody masters. In order to teach learners with low
literacy skills, we must first understand the difficulties and
obstacles they may encounter.

Mastering writing requires developing its highly
interrelated component skills: vocabulary, comprehension
and fluency. These components are crucial for a learner’s
literacy development. Writing is proved effective when a
learner understands how to integrate all of these elements
into writing.

Newport/Mesa ProLiteracy offers a chance for learners to
showcase their literacy growth and abilities through their
own words in a journal entitled just that: “In Our Own
Words”

Learners at every level are encouraged to submit their
essays, stories, poems and other writings, of no more than
500 words, to the Literacy Office by July 28th.
