APPROVAL OF MINUTES
It was MSP (Trustee Crutchley /Trustee Peterson) to approve meeting minutes from the Regular Board Meeting of May 19, 2009.   Motion carried by acclamation. 
It was MSP (Trustee Peterson /Trustee Crutchley) to approve meeting minutes from the Study Session of June 2, 2009.   Motion carried by acclamation. 
It was noted that the Regular Board Meeting of June 16, 2009 and the Study Session of 

July 7, 2009 was cancelled. 
ACTION ITEMS 
Election of Officers of the Board of Library Trustees 
Chair Theresa Chase reported that in her recent correspondence with Trustee Karen Clark that Trustee Clark was interested in the Chair position.  The Board agreed to the following:

It was MSP (Trustee Peterson/Trustee Murguia) to approve appointment of the above named officers of the Board of Library Trustees.  Motion carried by acclamation. 
Proposed Changes to the Event Calendar on the Library Website

Web Services Coordinator Genesis Hansen presented the proposed changes to the Library Website Event Calendar.  Changes will include more subtle colors to decipher adult versus youth programming, all of which will be blended for easier viewing.  The default setting will be a monthly view and can be changed by the viewer as desired.  Discussion ensued.  
The Board of Library Trustees agreed to the proposed changes without a motion to approve.

Staff reviewed the Library Customer Registration form with the Library Board and asked for input on sharing information with the Newport Beach Public Library Foundation when customers mark yes in answer to “Would you like to be notified about Foundation Programs and other special events?”, as some of the information on this form is confidential. 

The Foundation has new software which allows them to use the information from this form, and they have hired an outside vendor to input this information for them.  In the past they have had Foundation staff enter it on-site.  It was agreed to have the Foundation staff copy the forms so as not to remove the originals form the Library and then black out non-pertinent information such as driver’s license number and date of birth, leaving only address, phone and email information prior to forwarding them to their outside vendor for data entry. The vendor would be requested to provide proof of destruction of the copies once the data has been entered into their system, and would not share this information with any other source other than the Foundation. The Board agreed that changing the “Would you like to be notified about Foundation Programs and other special events?” to include, “Library, Foundation and Friends of the Library” instead of just “Foundation” would be more definitive to Library programming.   These revisions will be made when a new print order is sent.

Library Services Director Report –  
Staff has been preparing the Corona del Mar Branch for the 50th Anniversary Celebration to begin on Monday, July 27.  Shelving has been removed from the center of the room to create a more comfortable reading space and to open the area for more study and computer use. The updates will be open to the public at 9:00 a.m. on Tuesday, July 28 after re-opening with an official ribbon-cutting ceremony.

On Monday, July 20 the Summer Reading Program at Central drew so many attendees that a second program had to be added after the first one, due to the room reaching its capacity of 200 for the first show.   
The Library has partnered with the Hoopa Branch of the Humboldt County Library system in a series of MailArt workshops for kids and teens. Participants created items such as drawings, origami and sun prints.  Staff will send completed artwork to the partner library to display, and they will send their art to us for display.

Library Foundation Liaison –  Trustee Kathleen Peterson stated that she had nothing new to report.  No Foundation meeting was held this month.  Trustee Lynn Crutchley reported that the grant she worked on with Foundation Executive Director Tracy Keys was awarded funding in the amount of $3,500 from the City Arts Commission.  The grant check will be presented at the August 11, 2009, City Council Meeting. 
Friends of the Library Liaison – The Bookstore remodel is moving along and should be concluded soon.  The Friends of the Library have been conducting pricing of book donations in the Central Library staff lounge area during the renovation and selling books in the Central Library lobby.  
DSLS Liaison – Chair Theresa Chase announced that the DSLS Committee is close to finalizing the slate for the 2010 DSLS Lecture Series.
