Corona del Mar Update

Library Services Manager Susan Warren reported that regular attendance and children’s program attendance at the Corona del Mar branch have increased since July 28.  Susan reported on the average number of customers on Tuesday and Wednesday nights.  From 6:00 – 9:00 p.m., there is an average of 22 customers and 5 customers from 9:00 to 10:00 p.m.   Support Services Coordinator Melissa Kelly said that bids for painting the outside of the branch building have been received and a decision will be made soon to have the building painted. Susan Warren stated that all City Hall updates can be found on the City’ Website and also in written format at the Central Library Reference Desk.  The importance of interested individuals notifying the City Hall Building Committee of the necessity for a larger than currently being anticipated public meeting room at the new City Hall location was stressed and discussed at length. Library Activities - The August Monthly Library Activity Reports and statistics were reviewed and discussed. Trustee Stephanie Murguia described how the Leadership Tomorrow program functions with its nine workshops on the third Thursday of the month.  Susan Warren who also participated in Leadership Tomorrow found it a very rewarding program.  It was announced that City Arts Commissioner Robert Smith will be in attendance at the Tuesday, October 20, 2009 Regular Board of Library Trustees Meeting.  Questions were asked about MyiLibrary, a downloadable audio book program that is compatible with both PC’s and Mac’s.  It was agreed to have a presentation on downloadable books at the October 6, 2009 Study Session. Executive Director Tracy Keys will update Foundation members about this new service in the next Foundation Bookmark publication.      
Financial Report - Noted.  
Board of Trustees’ Monitoring List – Reviewed.   It was agreed to have the Literacy staff present a program update along with a presentation on downloadable books at the October 6, 2009 Study Session.  The Social Networking Overview will be planned for the November 3, Study Session.  The Video Game update will be rescheduled for a future meeting.

They will continue selling books in the Central Library lobby for the next three weeks to help sell additional inventory.
