APPROVAL OF MINUTES
It was motioned, seconded and passed (Trustee Murguia/Trustee Peterson) to approve the meeting minutes from the Regular Board Meeting of November 16, 2010.   Motion carried by acclamation.   
It was noted that the Study Session of December 7, 2010 was cancelled.

PUBLIC PRESENT / COMMENTS – None.

DISCUSSION ITEMS
NBPL Foundation / NB Sunrise Rotary Club Fundraiser
Cynthia Cowell was not present so Library Services Manager Tim Hetherton gave an update on the plans. The event is planned to be held on Saturday, April 2, 2011 after the Library is closed to the public.  The White House Restaurant has offered to donate both the food and wine. At this time planning includes the possibility of a joint fundraiser with the NBPL Literacy Program and the NB Sunrise Rotary Club.   
Civic Center / Library Construction Update (Walking Tour)
Support Services Coordinator Melissa Kelly gave everyone in attendance a tour of the Children’s and Popular Library areas of the Central Library and how they will be affected by the construction of a temporary insulated construction wall.  
The wall, located in the Children’s Room and Popular Library, will keep noise and dust from the construction at a minimum.  Materials in those areas will be consolidated and relocated where necessary. Construction of the Library expansion is currently scheduled to begin in February 2011, after the City Council reviews and approves the project bids.  Once completed this first level expansion will feature an expanded children’s area and adult reading area, a state-of-the-art multimedia room and a stairway to the second floor.
Beginning in spring 2011, the first floor construction wall will be extended and another insulated construction wall will be built on the second floor, 18 feet from the back of the building to accommodate the expansion. Materials currently in this area will be consolidated and moved to other locations on the second floor. Study tables will be placed along the new construction wall. Additionally, construction on the bridge connecting to the Central Library will require that the main stairway be closed. Access to the second floor will be via the elevator or the stairway at the end of the Children’s Room.  The second floor expansion once completed will include restrooms, a cafe, credit union, wireless lounge, expanded public areas for study and research, an additional main entrance and checkout area and a new parking structure with access from second level.
Potential Library Policy (Zero Tolerance and Unattended Items)
Board of Library Vice-Chair Lynn Crutchley was contacted today by a Daily Pilot staff member about this agenda item.  She referred them to Tim Hetherton who spoke with them prior to the meeting.  Present Library policy does not address unattended items.  Staff will review other libraries’ policies in order to help create a policy that will be submitted to the City Attorney for review prior to being brought back to the Board of Library Trustees for approval.  This policy will address the handling of suspicious items left unattended at the Library.  
Communications 

Customer Comments – The November customer comments were reviewed and discussed.
Monthly Reports

Library Activities – Monthly activities and statistics for the month of November were reviewed and discussed.
Financial Report – The report was reviewed and discussed.
Board of Trustees’ Monitoring List – Reviewed and discussed.  
Library Services Director Report – Tim Hetherton gave an update on plans for implementation of Gale Virtual Reference Library platform which will allow instant access to thousands of eBooks on virtually any subject 24/7 from any Internet-connected computer.  Additional advantages are the availability of thousands of full-text eBooks from Gale and their publishing partners, authoritative references updated and in electronic format, cross-searchable with select periodical databases and Gale Resource Centers, ReadSpeaker technology (text-to-speech) allowing text to be read aloud to users and downloaded in MP3 format, with no special reader or hardware requirement, unlimited simultaneous use, ability to print, e-mail and download articles and online on-demand content translation into 11 languages. This service should be available soon in 2011.  The Board and the public will be notified once it is made available.  

It was suggested to have another Library Petting Zoo event in order to help customers get to know the Library better.

Trustee Jerry King asked if any Rocket Language usage statistics were available yet.  Tim Hetherton said not at this time; however, some would be compiled and brought back to the Board to review.  
Trustee Jerry King asked how the Library facilities have been holding up to the rain.  Melissa Kelly reported that there were roof leaks coming into the staff room at Balboa today.  Wind driven rains have come through the window casings at Central Library, which has been a problem in the past during heavy rain storms.  The roof over the Friends of the Library Bookstore and the Circulation area will need to be redone soon.

Library Foundation Liaison – Trustee Jerry King attended the last meeting and stated that they have appointed new members and reviewed upcoming events.
Friends of the Library Liaison – Friends Board Member Virginia Hayter gave an update on the past annual luncheon where almost 100 people attended.  Trustee Jerry King also attended this event.  This year’s Book Fair was held in Santa Ana and next years is planned to be held at UCLA.  
DSLS Liaison – Ticket sales are doing well for all lectures.
Other Items of Interest – None.
Future Agenda Items – Another walk-through in spring.
